JAN DAY

It represents the beginning
of colonisation and a history of
suffering, racism, death, the

MAR GAP DAY

National Close the Gap Day is an annual
event that raises awareness and seeks

to close the gap with respect to life
expectancy, child mortality, educational and
employment outcomes between Aboriginal
peoples and Torres Strait Islander peoples,
and non-Indigenous Australians.

1967 REFERENDUM

The 1967 Referendum was a

landmark achievement following
decades of activism by Aboriginal

and Torres Strait Islander and non-
Indigenous people, where more

than 90 percent of Australians

voted in favour of amending \
two sections of the Australian ,i.
Constitution.

FEB APOLOGY DAY

On 13 February 2008, Prime Minister
Kevin Rudd delivered the National
Apology to Australia’s Aboriginal
peoples and Torres Strait Islander
peoples for the injustices of past
government policies, particularly to
the Stolen Generations.
